2004 RMLL Secretary/Registrar/Statistician

Secretary – First I would like to thank the rest of the executive and all the team representatives for all the hard work they do. The RMLL Executive made a decision this year that all suspensions and fines were sent out by myself to the offending team/player after the Commissioner or Executive Director made their ruling.  This procedure worked a lot better than in previous years and we were able to keep closer tabs on what was happening.  There were a number of players that were suspended and/or fined for various infractions and one player that was referred to the discipline committee.   There were also a couple of coaches/assistant coaches fined.  This year I also worked very closely with the ALRA RIC’s/and schedulers on game changes and problems.  This year there was a decline in the number of games where no refs or only 1 ref showed.  The ALRA is continuing to work on this problem. It was also my responsibility to work with the webmaster on updating the webpage. Some of the information I was able to log onto the site myself and put it on, but others information was sent directly to the webmaster and they added it.  I believe that this worked pretty well.  The only down side was that most teams did not send any information regarding their team, games or anything to post on their page. 

Registration – This year we had a total of 37 teams registered with the RMLL and a total of 737 players registered. Under this were 6 Senior teams (148 players), 2 Jr. A teams (48 players), 6 Jr. B. teams (132 players), 16 Tier II teams (319 players) and 5 Calgary House league teams (90 players). Please note that the Prince George Posse players are not registered under the RMLL, they continue to register under B.C. Lacrosse.  Thanks again goes out to Bob Thompson for getting the program setup changes completed.  The procedure to get all the teams/players registered was quite a tedious job as it took over 20 hours to get all teams/players registered.  There were a couple of teams that were quite late getting their playing cards in.  There were also a number of teams that did not register any of their bench personal, so these people had no insurance coverage under the RMLL or ALA. For the 2004 season we changed the registration to player cards, which works a lot better than the old system we had.  I am again recommending that ALL player cards MUST be in by the end of May.  

Statistician - This is another job that takes an enormous amount of hours to complete. There were a total of of 290 games played within the RMLL. There were a couple of teams fined for not getting the game sheets in on time, but for the most part everyone was very good about this. I even had games where both the visiting and home team both sent the game sheets in.  I have tried to do my best to make sure the stats are complete and correct, but sometimes it is very hard to read game sheets and give the right goals/assists to the proper player.  There is absolutely no way to make this any easier.  The only recommendation I would make is that we keep the procedure that it is up to the home team to send the game sheet (The White Copy) in.  This is the easiest way to track.
