Jr. B. Season

At the conclusion of the 2003 season of the Rocky Mountain Lacrosse season, it was decided by the executive to go with antonymous divisions within the RMLL.  These divisions would be self governing from the stand point of making up and abiding by their own governance subject to RMLL executive approval and fall within the Rocky Mountain Lacrosse League, Alberta Lacrosse Association and the Canadian Lacrosse Association guidelines.

To this end a Jr. B Tier I division was formed with the aid of the four existing teams from last year; namely the Jr. Mountaineers, the Edmonton Warriors, the Prince George Posse and the Calgary Shamrocks.  With their experience and guidance the league was formed and expanded to include the St. Albert Rams, the Calgary Chill, and the Sherwood Park Titans.

Territories in the North and a draft in the South was initiated and carried out to form the six teams that played in a seven team league including the City of Prince George.

All teams were very close competitively and the league ended with the Edmonton Warriors finishing first.  The St. Albert Rams had a final nail biter at home against the Calgary Shamrocks for the fourth and final playoff berth.  St. Albert went on to eliminate The Edmonton Warriors in three straight games in round one of the playoffs.  The Jr. Mountaineers finished a close second and went on to eliminate the Sherwood Park Titans who finished third in the regular season three games to one in the first round.  The Jr. Mountaineers faced the St. Albert Rams in the final round and emerged victorious after three games.  The third game was forced to overtime and each team scored in the first ten minute over time period.  It was the Jr. Mountaineers that emerged victorious after a goal in the sudden death period.

The winner of the Jr. B Tier I inaugural year was the Calgary Junior Mountaineers.  Congratulations on a fine year of lacrosse and accomplishing this.  The Jr. Mountaineers went on to the Founders Cup as did the Edmonton Warriors. 

The Jr. Mountaineers won the Tier II division of the Founders Cup. 

The Edmonton Warriors won the Bronze metal division.

Congratulations to both teams for representing Alberta at the Founders Cup.  Both teams were very good ambassadors for the game of lacrosse.
