1. Outlaws moving to Sherwood Park

· move is for sure

· not happy with Bill Hunter Arena

· may or may not be part of Titans organization – meetings in near future will decide

2. Warriors to apply for Senior team

· Application will definitely happen
· Warriors would like an expansion draft

· Already have 25 names of potential players

· Other teams skeptical of expansion this season

3. Expansion draft

· Will be part of operating policy (to be done by Dec 1)

· Northern teams worried about losing players to draft

4. Defaults


· Will not be acceptable unless “Act of God” circumstances prevent team from making their game

· Minimum $1000 fine - $500 to RMLL, $500 (plus possible extra) to team that got defaulted on

5. Pro Players in RMLL

· Apparently Roughnecks are being encouraged to stay and play in RMLL

· There will be no Pro Player Draft – pro’s are considered free agents

6. Scheduling

· 3 game weekends discussed to help limit travel and increase games played in July

· Season will remain 16 games

· Any 2 game weekend trips will have the second game played in the afternoon – easier to get home after

7. Playoffs

· No change in format from 2004

· Top 3 teams in each division make playoffs

8. July 1st Roster Deadline

· All teams must have at least 4 games AFTER July 1 so that anyone signed at the deadline can still get their 4 game minimum in before playoffs

9. Red Deer Rage Team

· Will let the RMLL know by Dec 1 if they will field a team in 2005 or not
· If not, players may be dispersed as free agents to the rest of the league
10. Okotoks Glacier Rumours
· Rumour of team being sold is untrue
· Glacier will continue to be owned by Angus Jenkins and will participate in 2005 season
11. 2005 Season Draft

· North draft to be held after Warriors submit application for a senior team
· South draft to be held in November 2004 in Calgary
