2. Expansion

A discussion took place in regards that all teams for the 2006 season would be expansion teams to the RMLL as the 2005 season was a 1 year trial basis. The 6 teams that competed in the 2005 season are expected to complete all requirements for expansion teams and submit paper work by Dec 31, 2005 as per the RMLL’s Bylaws. 2 new teams are also submitting for acceptance in to the Ladies Division (Edmonton Warriors and High River/Okotoks) and are expected to follow the requirements as set out by the RMLL’s Bylaws by Dec 31, 2005. 
A discussion also took place in regards to the possibility of allowing more teams to apply for entrance into the division after the Dec 31, 2005 date. The rational behind this concept is most teams have not completed their registrations until the end of January therefore they do not know numbers. A decision was made that if a situation (team) arose after the Dec 31 deadline the division would look at the situation and encourage the RMLL to support the application.

3. Draft

All teams supported not having a draft, the boundaries as set out by the minor clubs in the north, central and in the south would decide where the players would play. As in Calgary’s situation, the rules as set out by the CMBLA will be followed. 

4. Protected Players List

The only protected players list shall be the 2005 team list with the exception being; a player that played for a team in the 2005 season because there was not team in their area (boundary). It would be up to that player as to where they would like to play – existing team or new team.
5. Age

Division would like to ask for another 1 year exemption to 24 years old. The rational is last season there were 5 and not one was an impact, this season it is expected to have 8 t o10 spread out through all 8 teams.

6. Scheduling

Would like to see a 17 game schedule. The schedule would see the teams from the North (Titans, Rams, Warriors and Renegades)face each other 3 times and see the teams from the South (Cardinals, Stingers, Silvertips and High River/Okotoks)  twice and visa versa for the teams from the South. This would reduce the travel and it is request that a maximum of 2 out of town trips c/w over night stays for the 2006 regular season. 

7. Playoffs 
A structure that would see the top 4 teams playoff in the best of 5 games. 1st would play 4th and 2nd would play 3rd in the best of 5 first round play. The winners of both series would play in the best of 5 for the league and Provincial Championship. Travel would be reviewed and the best schedule would be put forward to reduce travel costs.
