1. 
Harold Albrecht asked that Junior A teams call Junior B teams when calling up protected B players. They simply want some consideration with respect to  Reg 20.

2. 
Warren Rendon, RMLL RIC, stated that the cross-over weekends were initiated to  try to have games called the same across the province. He said this was ok, not great. Needs better commitment from top guys but pleased with the limited success. He also said there is a problem with Edmonton games and providing the best officials do these games. The opposite problem exists in Calgary. The problem relates to referee abuse by the teams. 

Warren suggested that the Junior A Council ask the ALRA to appoint a Junior A Referee in Chief to schedule A games.

Emphasis calls were again discussed and remain head shots and hits from behind.

In the CLA- crease calls-tie goes to the shooter. On a dive play, contact with the floor or the goalie before the ball goes in then it is a crease call.

Warren would like to see all teams use the arena microphone to announce penalties, goals, etc.

3. 
There was a discussion about flights to the Minto in BC, saving money, which City to fly out of etc. The cost of buses was discussed between cities. Economically made sense to continue to book two sets of flights and then cancel one and save the credits.

Rioth moved, seconded by AJ, that we ask the CLA to book flights two days before the first game, whenever that is, not the day before. We would pay for the extra night in the hotel.

4. 
The Minto revenue and loss sharing formula as between the ALA, RMLL, Host Team and the Junior A Council was discussed.

AJ moved, seconded by Rioth, that  for 2011 we retain the same formula as set out in the Minutes paragraph 2.

5. Founders. AJ reports that as of 2011, one team per MA will be permitted to enter. Last year's participants voted in favour of this. As of 2011, this will come into effect at the CLA.

The CLA also wants to institute a rule that if you play a certain number of games in a season at a higher level, then you are no longer eligible to play for a lower level at a National Championship. The suggested number of games is seven.

6.
There was a discussion of the rule requiring a player to play four games for at a level to qualify for play-offs with that team.

AJ moved, seconded by Rioth, that in Junior A we do not require the 4 games to be played. The motion is to remove the four game rule in our division.

There was discussion of the RMLL asking the ALA to extend the season into July and August, at least in tiers one and two? Other seasons continue but those do not.

 Discussion of scheduling, partnering with a senior team, two games back to back in the same arena; partner up and play out of the same arena.

Mid-week games, during regular season between teams from the same City only is a possibility, but perhaps during play-offs this might be expanded to include games between teams from different cities.

Confirmation Commissioner is now two year term. Lintz going into second year of term next season.
