 Meeting Agenda 
1. Set up as a development league to keep players involved in the game. 

2. Establish rules to prevent thuggish style of game. Masters style discussed. We want the league to be as competitive as possible, to provide quality call-ups to the Sr.B div. & further develop skills of players.
It was agreed that Gross & Match penalties will result in a calendar year suspension. Fighting was debated, and later, by email vote, was decided that the instigator would receive a 5 game suspension, the other party gets 2 games. A 2nd instigator penalty would result in a calendar year suspension.

3. Agreed that a natural affiliation to the Masters & all 3 Jr.B programs be established. For the Jr.B call-ups, the coach & commissioner must be notified & approved. Al Liddiard confirmed they will amend their bylaws to reflect eligibility for both Masters & Sr.C. Lisa will confirm Ramp status of said players. All Sr.C players are free agents & all Sr.C rosters will be available to all Sr.B teams.  A 30 man roster was agreed upon as per unanimous vote. In order to avoid stacked teams, it was agreed that any player with active professional status would not be eligible to play Sr.C
4. New teams – Red Deer to submit their application ASAP.
Medicine Hat possibly 1 yr. away. Calgary & Edmonton both have         potential for 2 teams.

5. ALA /RMLL Membership:
Okotoks will affiliate with Okotoks Major

Edmonton will affiliate with the Spruce Grove Slash

Lethbridge is applying for ALA membership status

Red Deer will affiliate with Red Deer Major
Calgary will affiliate with the Okotoks Sr.Raiders
The bond of $1000 has been waived by the RMLL, each franchise to pay $500 franchise fee & all Ramp & ALA charges.( Registration/Insurance)

6. Sr.C division to adopt the Sr.B operating policy when it has been finalized, with the few additions mentioned above.

7.  Officials – Home team pays both refs - $65 per game. It was agreed that all 5 teams would tally up travel fees & divide evenly at the end of the season.
8. All agreed on 4’6x 4’ nets.

9. All agreed to 5 minute sudden death overtime

10. Schedule – Regular season – May 14 to July 16, 2011

Discussed mini-tournaments.  12 game schedule, home & home with 1     neutral site. Each team to host a mini-tourney. Based on team constraints, each team to play 2 games for the 1st 8 weekends. Most games to be played on weekends, with some midweek games between close geographical teams.
Playoffs:  July 17, 4th place plays 5th for last playoff spot. (4th place home team)
Semi-finals – July 23,24,25 if needed. (Best of 3) All @ home team arena
1st (HOME) vs.4/5 winner     2nd  (HOME) vs.3rd 

Finals – Top placed winner vs. the other winner. Aug.6 start, best of 5, first 2 games @ top finisher, next 2 @ the other team’s home, 5th game @ top ranked home. Done by Aug.16. Winner to represent Alberta in the Alcan Cup. Possible travel grant for winner. Will look into it further.
